· Follow the school safety policy.


· Provide and document ongoing safety education and training, including mandatory equipment and tool orientation.


· Tag and remove defective tools from service.


· Ensure tools are used under competent supervision.


· Ensure the tool is appropriate for the work to be done.


· Ensure repetitive tasks are properly paced.


· Calculate the appropriate size and number of wedges required for a safe fall.

· Read and follow the manufacturer instructions, precautions, and directions for proper safety, maintenance, and cleaning.

· Establish handwashing practices

· Develop and communicate work practices and procedures for hazardous situations.
