	Pre-operational Safety Checks

	· Inspect the work area for hazards.

· Inspect tools, equipment, and materials for damage and other hazards.

· Inspect PPE and replace if required.

· Report any hazards.

·  Check that the ventilation system is operational before using a heat gun.

	Safe Work Procedure
	Cautions

	1. Put on required PPE. Always wear eye protection when using a heat gun! 
2. Automotive processes produce hazardous fumes and gases. Minimize exposure to hazardous fumes and gases by having a full-respiratory protection program (OSHA). Utilize the program when working with toxic substances.

3. Work with solvents only where there is fresh air and/or a ventilation system. Solvents cannot always be smelled.

4. Use tools and equipment under competent supervision.

5. Follow the manufacturer’s instructions.  

6. Follow the school safety policy.
7. Make sure that all legislative and personal safety procedures are observed and understood when carrying out tasks with heat guns. 

8. Put away all tools, equipment, and materials in their proper storage areas. 

9. Keep your work area clean as you work and make sure to clean up when you are done.
10. Establish handwashing practices.
