
	Summative Assessment Task: Committing to Internationalism

You are an assistant to the Secretary-General of the United Nations (UN), an organization that provides an international voice on economics, law, security and peace. In an effort to convince member countries/states to increase their commitment to the international goals of the UN, the Secretary-General has asked you to create a brochure or web page. Your product will explain the motives for internationalism, as well as the reasons that explain why internationalism should be promoted. 

Use the following steps to guide the development of your brochure or web page.

· Explain motives for internationalism

Provide the reasons that explain why countries would want to be involved in international affairs. Some areas you might explore include:

· economic stability

· self-determination

· peace and security

· humanitarianism.
Include specific examples of how countries have used these reasons to become involved in international affairs, either in the past or now.

· Describe how foreign policy could support internationalism
Describe how a country’s foreign policy goals can support internationalism, by:
· providing specific examples of how a country has been involved with both peacekeeping and foreign aid. Select a peacekeeping example and a foreign aid example from either the past or from current events
· describing how your examples are supported by that country’s foreign policy.

· Communicate information

Use the information you have gathered to create a brochure or web page that will convince UN member countries/states to become more involved in internationalism.

Submit your brochure or web page to the Secretary-General in preparation for publication.
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
