
	Summative Assessment Task: Nationalism and Self-determination

There is a group of Albertans arguing for the separation of the western provinces from the Canadian federation. You’re not sure where you stand on this issue because you can see both sides of the argument. In order to gain insight into the issue, you decide to examine another example of a movement for sovereignty.

For many Canadians, a defining moment in our history was the Québec Referendum of 1995. In this close vote, citizens of Québec went to the polls to determine if the province would remain part of Canada or separate to form an independent nation–state.

Discover for yourself the arguments and tensions from each side of the debate by doing the following:
Describe federalist perspective

· Describe the perspective of the federalists.

· Identify the advantages and disadvantages of Québec’s sovereignty or independence from the federalist perspective.

Describe sovereignist perspective

· Describe the perspective of the sovereignists.

· Identify the advantages and disadvantages of Québec’s sovereignty or independence from the sovereignist perspective.

State and support position

· State your position on the following question: Was the Québec sovereignists’ pursuit of self-determination a form of nationalism?

· Support your position with convincing reasons and specific examples.

Share the perspectives as well as the support for your position in a manner that will be easily understood by others.
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
